PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress, alert, and oriented patient.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. Airway is patent.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding. No rebound. No CVA.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Gastroenteritis and nausea.

PLAN: We will treat with Zofran and Bentyl. The patient advised to follow up with pediatrician for referral to gastroenterologist if symptoms continue. The patient was discharged in stable condition to her mother.
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
