HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was brought in by mother with complaints of stomachache that comes and goes. No recent travel. No changes in diet. Other people in the household without similar symptoms. No right lower quadrant pain noted. No fevers. No body aches. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Alert and oriented, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding. No rigidity. No lower right quadrant tenderness to palpation. No bruits. No CVA.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Nausea, vomiting and diarrhea.

PLAN: We will provide Zofran and Bentyl for treatment. The patient advised to follow up with pediatrician for referral to gastroenterologist. The patient was discharged in stable condition to mother.
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
