PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: This is a well-appearing, no acute distress patient.

EENT: Eyes are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. No turbinate edema. Throat: Mild erythema. No tonsillar exudate. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
LABS: On lab testing, UA showed no signs of infection.

ASSESSMENT: Upper respiratory infection, cough, fever, and urethritis.

TREATMENT PLAN: We will provide Tylenol in the clinic and retake temperature to ensure it goes down from 100.3 before discharge. The patient will also be going home with Bromfed, amoxicillin, Tylenol and ibuprofen, symptom management and given a school note. The patient was discharged in stable condition to her mother.
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
