HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother with concerns of a possible urinary tract infection due to low back pain and burning sensation when urinating. The patient denies any use of creams or lotions or burning type lubricants on the penis as well as masturbation. The patient does not have urgency to urinate and does not know if there is any frank blood in urination, but he does state he only had it one time at school and then it was fine after that.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress noted. The patient is alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
GENITALIA: Deferred at this time.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
LABS: UA in the clinic showed no signs of urinary tract infection and the results are on the chart.

ASSESSMENT: Urethritis.

PLAN: Advised the patient not to do forceful masturbation and to ensure soap or any body wash products are washed off the tip of the penis after shower and not to apply anything to the penis that would cause a burning sensation in the urethra. The patient agreed and mother stated they had an appointment in 30 days with their primary for vaccines and, if the condition continued, we will bring it up for a urology referral. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
