ROBERTSON, KEVIN

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Kevin is a 59-year-old gentleman who during the visit last year had blood work done. Blood work showed what looked like hepatitis C. Subsequently, he was sent to hepatologist Dr. Patel. He has finished his treatment. His liver numbers are back to normal. His hepatitis C viral RNA load is now 0. He has a history of hypertension. He has had some leg pain and arm pain off and on, history of palpitations and he needs reevaluation of his carotid stenosis which we saw last year. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery and back surgery.
MEDICATIONS: He is on lisinopril 20/25 mg once a day and propanolol 10 mg once a day. 
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: He has had EGD and colonoscopy, now has seen the GI specialist.
SOCIAL HISTORY:  He does not smoke. He does not drink any more after his hepatitis C. He is a purchasing manager. He lives with his wife and has grandkids.
FAMILY HISTORY: Strong family history of hypertension, stroke, and coronary artery disease. Mother died of COPD and also history of diabetes in his father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: His weight today is right at 192 pounds, stable. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 18. Pulse 54. Blood pressure 110/64.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hepatitis C resolved.

2. Hepatitis C viral RNA load negative.

3. He will bring the copies of blood work from the GI specialist.

4. Colonoscopy is now up-to-date.

5. He wants to wait till the blood test later. He needs PSA. His last PSA was within normal limits.

6. Thyroid within normal limits.

7. His weight is stable.

8. Carotid stenosis minimal.

9. Echocardiogram shows no change.

10. Leg pain and arm pain related to his activity level.

11. No DVT.

12. Minimal PVD.

13. Continue with current dose of medication.

14. Above discussed with the patient.
15. Check cholesterol next visit.

16. He states he has had some of his blood work done at his hepatologist office and he will bring a copy to us.

17. His liver test apparently was totally normal.

18. His cholesterol was within normal limits last year.

19. Findings discussed with the patient at length.

20. Minimal carotid stenosis.

21. Minimal cirrhosis per hepatologist.

22. Return in six months.
