HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a right hand unknown insect bite, is swollen, does itch, has not taken Benadryl, but has taken ibuprofen and is here for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right hand metacarpal ORIF.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does report tobacco use. No alcohol use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion. Deep tendon reflexes +2 on bilateral upper extremities.
SKIN: As noted, right hand mild edema, capillary refill to the distal fingers within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT: Insect bite to the right hand.
PLAN: We will provide steroid shot in the clinic. Advised Benadryl at home and released back to work today. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
