PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented.

EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ASSESSMENT: Lice.
PLAN: Prescribe permethrin for her, wash her hair, do it again nine days later and ensure that all sheets and bed pillows are washed. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
