HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 86-year-old Asian woman from Philippines, currently on hospice, with diagnosis of dementia. The patient is total care. She is bedbound, has been bedbound since 2020. She has a left hip decubitus ulcer, which is stable with no sign of infection. She has fractures of her left hip and right hip. She only responds to deep stimuli. She eats very little now. She has had 1 cm decrease in her MAC. KPS score is 40%. Her daughter tries to give her Boost, which is not very successful.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had two hip surgeries; one in 2018 and one in 2020, which caused worsening of her symptoms and since then she has not been able to get out of bed.
MEDICATIONS: She continues with her thyroid medication, but at times she is not able to take it because of her change in mental status.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has never been a heavy smoker or drinker in the past. She used to do sewing and make clothing in the past. She is 86 years old as I mentioned. She has been widowed for 35 years. Her daughter is her primary caregiver who she lives with. She has six children altogether, but daughter has decided against Foley and/or PEG tube in the past.
She has decreased appetite, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, only responsive to deep stimuli these days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Her blood pressure remains low; today, it was 77/55. O2 sat 92 to 94%.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Overall prognosis remains poor. This young lady most likely has less than six months to live, remains very hospice appropriate and definitively shown decline in the past month or so with decreased weight, decreased MAC, change in mentation. The patient does moan from time to time, she was on medication to control possible pain, but her daughter did not like the fact that it made her too sleepy and discontinued any medication.
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
