HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Shaw was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation, also evaluation of his left heel wound. The patient is a 67-year-old gentleman with end-stage dementia, no longer oriented to person, place or time. He is totally bedbound. He recently was hospitalized with aspiration pneumonia, subsequently was discharged with a PEG. He has diapers in place. He is total ADL dependent.

He has now developed a left heel ulceration stage II consistent with protein-calorie malnutrition, which he will never heal.
He was recently started on silver calcium alginate, which the dressing is applied per hospice nurse on regular basis.
His aspiration and aspiration pneumonia is also another symptom of end-stage dementia. He used to be airplane mechanic. He is single. He has three children; two girls and one boy.
He has been on home health as well as hospice, but recently he is on hospice because he most likely has less than six months to live with weight loss, failure to thrive, end-stage dementia, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, peripheral vascular disease severe, stage II/III left heel ulceration, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy and recurrent urinary tract infection.

MEDICATIONS: His medications, which include Neurontin, metformin, Coreg, nystatin and Lipitor were reviewed today.
His blood sugar is stable because he is no longer able to eat, he is only tolerating his tube feeding and sometimes they have to be held because of gastroparesis and increased residual. His PEG tube stays infection-free.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 107. O2 sats 94% on room air.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: He is confused. He has bouts of yelling out and screaming for no apparent reason. He is not oriented to person, place or time. He definitely has end-stage dementia and most likely has less than six months to live. His condition is complicated by severe peripheral vascular disease, diabetes and diabetic neuropathy, coronary artery disease, congestive heart failure, and hyperlipidemia and now stage II/III left heel ulceration being treated with silver calcium alginate. Overall prognosis is quite poor for Mr. Shaw. Care was discussed with caregiver Edna Scott at the time of the evaluation.
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
