CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Cellulitis with atopic dermatitis, Alzheimer’s dementia with mood disorder, and Parkinson’s disease.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient has small blisters almost allover her body recently.  Her three sisters are at bedside.  The patient is comfortable, but not able to communicate or swallow. We will discontinue scheduled Ativan and give her Keflex whenever she is alert and awake to take the medication.  This was discussed with hospice nursing staff as well.  We will keep the patient comfortable.
