The patient is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice being evaluated for face-to-face evaluation. He has a history of coronary artery disease, seizure disorder, osteoarthritis, diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, stage IIIA kidney failure. The patient is much more alert and oriented. His appetite has been good. His MAC has not changed any at 30 cm. His O2 sat is 95% on room air with blood pressure at 140/70. He has had minimal chest tightness, has been doing physical therapy at home with excellent response. He has had improved stamina and able to transfer with standby assist now. He also has very little pain. His appetite has been good and has had no further seizure activity.

Given his above findings, the patient is no longer a candidate for hospice and palliative care and I recommend switching the patient to home health at this time.
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
