The patient presents with history of fever, cough, congestion, questionable headache, questionable abdominal pain with no noted stool since last night.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is sleeping, in no acute distress, but irritable to arousal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1 to 2+ erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight suggestion of abdominal retraction with respiration with lungs clear for wheezing. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID tests and RSV.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Fever, pharyngitis non-strep, influenza.

PLAN: Given Tylenol or ibuprofen for temperature with observation. Given prescription for azithromycin and albuterol ampules for nebulizer at home. Advised to follow up with PCP or go to emergency room if not improving over the next day or two.
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
