




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Waldman:
I had the pleasure of seeing Jeannette Yevoli today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 83-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who was admitted to the St. Mary’s Hospital on 07/31/2024 because of the difficulties speaking and right upper extremity weakness. CT of the head and CT angiogram of the head and neck were negative. In the hospital, the patient had big bowel movement with blood. She was seen by GI. The patient is back to baseline. Echocardiogram done, which shows ejection fraction 25%. The patient is taking Plavix 75 mg, atorvastatin 40 mg, and Eliquis 5 mg two times daily.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia, hypertension, CHF, former smoker, chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation, history of MI, and history of stroke.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery and heart surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Alprazolam, amlodipine, atorvastatin 40 mg, metoprolol, Cinacalcet, furosemide, vitamin C, hydrocodone, cefpodoxime, pantoprazole, Plavix 75 mg, Eliquis 2.5 mg two times daily, and zinc oxide.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Former smoker. Does not drink alcohol.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she was admitted to the hospital because of difficulty speaking and right upper extremity weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength right-sided -5/5 and left-sided 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 83-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Old stroke.

2. Transient cerebral ischemia.

The patient is saying her right upper extremity weakness is old. I would like to continue with the Plavix 75 mg p.o. daily, atorvastatin 40 mg p.o. daily, and Eliquis 2.5 mg p.o. two times daily. Continue to physical therapy. I would like to see her back in my office in about six-month.
