CC: The patient requests to administer own medications.
HPI: An 83-year-old female with advanced Parkinson’s disease, OA, and depression, requests to administer her own medications. She is especially concerned about getting her Parkinson’s medications on time. Overall, the patient has been coming out for meals. She is cooperative with care. She is also voicing her needs more, which I told her that is the way we know what she needs and can help her. She also had tramadol discontinued on 08/07/2024 and she now is taking Norco after seeing a pain management physician that her daughters had arranged for. It appears that her pain is adequately managed with the low dose Norco and she has not requested the tramadol, which I had told her was discontinued.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, depression, hyperlipidemia, and osteoarthritis.
MEDICATIONS: Norco 5/325 mg one-half tablet q.4h. p.r.n., amitriptyline 25 mg h.s., Sinemet 25/100 mg one tablet at 8 a.m. and h.s. and one-half tablet at 12 noon and 4 p.m., Claritin q.d., Peg solution q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Premarin 0.3 mg q.d., PreserVision q.d., Systane eye drops OU t.i.d., and IBU 600 mg q.d. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite female, quiet, but verbal and expressed her needs. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/83, pulse 78, temperature 97.3, respiratory rate 18, and weight 119.5 pounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. She appeared disappointed and stated it is much because of the concern of getting her Parkinson’s medications in a timely manner and I told her that I would address that with staff and she thanked me for that.
2. General care. She is current on labs. Daughters were glad that I included them in the decision-making and will go from there.
