HPI: A 102-year-old female who was sitting up in her high-back wheelchair in the dining area with other residents they were just engaging in little activities. She was watching what was going on around her and was quiet. I spoke to patient she looked at me puzzled she has an odd expression that she will make but she did not start crying out or making any noise. She was just pleasant and then turned her attention back to the activity. The patient has had no falls this quarter. Her crying and yelling out have also decreased. The patient is fed and she eats about 90% of two meals daily. When upset, she will fuss and scratch and try to hit whoever is near her. Daughter continues to come and visit frequently.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, BPSD of random crying out which is decreased and then scratchy or pinching whoever is around her, pseudobulbar affect which is decreased, osteoporosis, hypothyroid, chronic pain management which is stable, and nonweightbearing with decreased truncal stability.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Tradition.

MEDICATIONS: Roxanol 20 mg/mL and 0.25 mL q.8h. routine, MiraLax q.o.d., ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL 1 mL q.6h routine, antifungal cream applied to affected areas daily, and Delsym cough syrup q.12h. p.r.n.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is an elderly lady who is in her high-back wheelchair randomly looking around and made brief eye contact.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/69, pulse 77, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and weight 97.7 pounds.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. She can be verbal, crying out, and yelling did not do that today. She is not able to make needs known directly. She does not speak.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Nonweightbearing. She is full transfer assist is in an high-back wheelchair due to poor neck and truncal stability will lean all the way over to one side or the other will stop. She has no lower extremity edema.

RESPIRATORY: Her lung fields are fairly clear. She has no cough or decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to limited inspiration.

CARDIAC: She has regular rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 90-day note. A 102-year-old female. The patient is dependent on full assist for 6/6 ADLs unable to voice her needs with staff are familiar with her and know what may be bothering her different times and it is addressed. She has had no falls. Family still involved.
