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1. GR, is a 49-year-old male seen with headache, left-sided ear pain, numbness, shortness of breath, back pain. Swab test, CBC, urinalysis, tox screen negative. Treated for otitis media with azithromycin, doing much better, was happy with the care received.
2. PF, is an 87-year-old woman comes in with no bowel movement for four days. Dr. Ogunleye does a manual disimpaction with excellent results. The patient did not answer the phone. We would consider doing blood test and at least a KUB in an 87-year-old woman with abdominal pain even though obviously she had impaction.
3. MQ, is a 3-year-old male with a cut on the forehead, closed, sent home with Keflex. Mother very happy with that Dr. O.
4. LF, is a 67-year-old with headache, swab test negative, Toradol given, Zofran given, Benadryl given. Positive history of migraine headache. Labs, CBC, CMP, urinalysis all negative. The patient has medication at home for headache, got better before discharge and was very appreciative of the care.
5. MC, is a 12-year-old with constipation. KUB shows mild constipation, Fleet Enema given, magnesium citrate to take home. Mother states the child is doing great and liked Dr. O very much.
6. GE, is an 8-year-old male with a minor bite on his tongue. No intervention needed. Sent home with Keflex and explanation. Mother states everything is fine and “Dr. O was great.”
7. CS, is a 65-year-old with bites on the left wrist, rash consistent with insect bite. Treated with Solu-Medrol and Pepcid. Left message for the patient to call me back. No medication to send home with the patient though.
8. DG, is a 6-year-old male with left arm injury. X-rays were declined by mother. Doing well now. When asked about Dr. O, she stated “he was great indeed!”
9. LP, is a 16-month-old little girl with knee injury and bruising, x-rays negative, was sent home with instruction. No one answered the phone.
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10. ZR, is a 27-year-old with possible fentanyl overdose because he is feeling not right after he took Advil. Drug testing was negative. He thought this Advil was laced with fentanyl, but he proved to have flu B, treated with Tamiflu, doing fine now, liked the Dr. O and the ER staff very much.
11. KL, is a 35-year-old with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI and bronchitis, treated with Z-PAK and Bromfed. Left message for the patient to call me back.
12. PS, is a 65-year-old with knee pain status post injury, given Toradol. X-rays showed severe DJD. Sent home with Mobic. The patient is to call me back later.
13. JF, is a 33-year-old male with abscess on his back. I&D was done, clindamycin given in emergency room, then sent home with Naprosyn, clindamycin, doing great. He liked the doctor very much.
14. HM, is a 50-year-old came in because of the police told her that after she got into an altercation with her son. The police told her if she does not come to the emergency room they have to arrest her. She came in, was evaluated and then eloped. Did not answer the phone.
15. DJ, is a 28-year-old with wrist laceration, required sutures to close it up. DT and Keflex were given. He said “the wrist looks good and the doctor did a great job.”
16. EC, is a 17-year-old with left ear pain, diagnosed with otitis media and otitis externa, sent home with Ciprodex and Amoxil. Mother states the patient is doing great.
17. RD, is a 34-year-old with dehydration, nausea, rectal bleed. Guaiac test was positive. The patient did well with IV fluid and Zofran in the emergency room. CBC okay. Urinalysis okay, was referred to GI. The patient liked Dr. O very much. He is eating and doing very well now, no problems and was very appreciative.
18. LA, is a 43-year-old woman with left arm pain. She had positive troponin and positive CPK-MB. Blood pressure 220/120, was sent to HCA, Conroe immediately. She did not answer the phone. She did receive aspirin and Lovenox before discharge. The workup and the treatment were very appropriate and the transfer happened in a timely manner.
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
