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1. MC, 16-month-old baby with fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI, doing well now. Mother was happy with the care received. Sent home with supportive care.
2. VH, an 88-year-old woman with right-sided arm pain, left arm pain, and left knee pain. All x-rays were negative. The daughter states that mother is doing great and no one has ever called to check on her and she said Dr. O did a great job for her mother.
3. JJ, a 35-year-old woman with severe left-sided pain and headache. Toradol, Rocephin and morphine given. CT of the abdomen was negative. Urinalysis only showed slight blood. CBC and CMP negative. Tox screen negative. Sent home with naproxen and Levaquin for possible UTI. She did not answer the phone today.
4. MA, 62-year-old woman, comes in with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, right-sided abdominal pain. CT scan showed evidence of colitis. White count 9000. CMP negative. UA negative. The patient received IV fluid, Cipro, Flagyl, Zofran and morphine for comfort, then sent home with Bentyl, Cipro, and Flagyl, she is doing great and is following up with her PCP and loved our doctor, she states.
5. AL, 63-year-old male comes in when he stepped on a nail, was treated with Rocephin, Naprosyn and Amoxil. Tetanus was brought up-to-date. Left message for the patient to call me back.
6. NR, 41-year-old male with possible overdose. He took benzodiazepine, six tablets of Xanax 0.5 mg and four tablets of Klonopin 0.5 mg again. Workup was negative, but during the workup before the psych folks showed up, the patient eloped.
7. JC, 74-year-old male comes in with vomiting, burning when urinating, positive history of renal failure brought on by COVID on hemodialysis now. He is bedbound. CT scan of the chest showed pneumonia. CT scan of the abdomen showed gallstones. White count was okay. Urinalysis showed a UTI, lactate elevated, subsequently sent to Deerbrook Emergency Room and left message for the patient to call me back. Workup and discharge was appropriate and was carried out in a timely manner.
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8. JM, 42-year-old comes in with vomiting, dizziness. Urinalysis, CBC, and CMP negative. CT of the abdomen negative. Diagnosed with nausea and vomiting and sent home with Zofran. Did not answer the phone.
9. AK, 10-year-old child with injury to the left foot. X-ray is negative. Sent home with Motrin. Mother was very impressed with the doctor in the emergency room, she states.
10. VM, 29-year-old lady with stomach pain and lower back pain, diagnosed with UTI. Sent home with naproxen and Bactrim DS. Pregnancy test was done, it was negative.
11. JC, 70-year-old woman with body ache, history of recent pelvic fracture, ortho at Memorial Hermann declined to take the patient since this was not a surgical issue, but the hospitalist took the patient. The patient did have urinalysis, CBC and CMP done. The daughter stated that mother was treated with respect by everyone including the doctor and they appreciated us very much.
12. BA, 16-year-old with headache of congestion, sore throat, temperature of 101, was given Motrin in the ER. Swab test negative. Sent home with amoxicillin.
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
