HISTORY: This is an 18-year-old female here for pain in her middle finger, right hand. She denies trauma. She states she believes she was bitten by a spider. She states the symptoms started approximately two days ago with a small red spot and now has gotten bigger with a pustule.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air

Blood pressure 109/72
Pulse 100
Respirations 18

Temperature 97.7
Right middle finger, there is a fluctuant mass with central pustule. The lesion is tender to palpation. The lesion is located just below the nail. Some redness migrates around the nail. 

Neurovascularly intact.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Paronychia.
2. Cellulitis.
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PROCEDURE: The patient was explained my plan for extraction of pus from the lesion. She understands and gave verbal consent.
The site was clean with hydrogen peroxide before the site was anesthetized with topical anesthesia. A #11 blade was used and the lesion was scraped. The superficial surface was removed and a small amount of pus extracted.

The patient tolerated the procedure well.

The site was then bathed with antibiotic cream, covered with 2 x 2, secured with Coban.
The patient was educated on what to look for. She was advised to come back to the clinic if she noticed migrating erythema, increased swelling, discharge of pus, or increased pain.
The patient states she understands.

The patient was offered an injection of Rocephin. She declined citing cost.
She was sent home with the following medications:
1. Bactrim 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. She was advised to use over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for pain.

To come back to the clinic if worse, or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
