HISTORY: This is a 57-year-old female here with cough and runny nose. The patient was seen virtually telemedicine. She tested positive for COVID at home. She presented to the waiting room where she was tested again in the waiting room and also tested positive. She works with kids at a daycare. She appears well hydrated. She is in no distress. She was strongly encouraged to stay away from daycare for the next 10 days.
She was prescribed the following medications:
1. Hydroxyzine 25 mg one p.o. q.h.s., #30.

2. Albuterol 2.5/3 mL 3 mL daily with home nebulizer, one box.

3. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now, one p.o. daily until gone, #06.

4. Prednisone 20 mg one p.o. q.a.m. for 10 days, #10.
The patient was offered Paxlovid, but she declined.

COVID test in the clinic was positive. She was advised to come back in about 10 days or so for reevaluation before she goes back to work.
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
