She states she has some blisters on her face immediately after she did the hot wax.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air

Blood pressure 118/27

Pulse 60

Respirations 18

Temperature 97.4

FACE: Multiple subcentimeter vesicles are present. Erythema is localized. No bleeding or discharge. Tender to palpation.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ASSESSMENT: Chemical burn on face, less than 10% BSA.

PLAN: The patient was given the following medications: Bactroban 2% apply b.i.d. for 14 days, one tube. She was given the opportunity to ask questions; she states she has none.
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
