This is a 90-year-old woman currently on hospice with a history of dementia. In the past month or two, she has lost a tremendous amount of weight. She has severe dementia, bowel and bladder incontinence, bedbound, and total ADL dependent. Because of her dementia, she has lost the ability to fight infections. She has recurrent urinary tract infections, COPD, osteoarthritis, failure to thrive, and anxiety disorder. Review of records indicates that the patient has lost at least 10 pounds. She is eating very little. She has child-like appetite. She apparently was evaluated by her primary care physician Dr. Angela Skye Kifer-Thomas who felt like the patient would benefit from hospice evaluation and subsequently has admitted the patient to hospice now. Other conditions include right kidney cancer history of, status post nephrectomy right side, anxiety, left lower lobe cancer history of, osteoarthritis, adult failure to thrive, significant weight loss, urinary tract infection, and pain. The patient is on lorazepam and pain medication to control her symptoms. Overall prognosis is quite poor. She mostly likely has less than six months to live and she is expected to die soon given her advanced end-stage dementia.
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
