This is a 72-year-old woman, currently on hospice with breast cancer. This is a metastatic breast cancer and has left her with significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, in pain. She has declined any further chemo or radiation therapy. She has done at least third cycle of chemotherapy, developed thrombocytosis, progressive weakness, shortness of breath, pain, and cough associated with severe anemia. H&H was 7 and 23. Protein of 5. Albumin of 2.9. The patient subsequently was diagnosed with recurrent cancer. Terminal COPD, exacerbation of COPD, metastatic breast cancer, and had several lines of therapy. The patient was subsequently decided to be placed on hospice. Overall prognosis remain poor, most likely has days to weeks to live. Definitely is hospice appropriate. Definitely has less than six months to live and expected to do poorly on hospice. The patient will require help from hospice nurses and aides to control her pain and her symptoms related to metastatic brain cancer and other issues and problems as was noted above.
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
