The patient presents with a history of puncture wound to right hand on barbwire. The patient cleaned the wound. He was concerned as he has not had immunizations for greater than 10 years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Superficial puncture wound, right palm distal metatarsal, without pain or painful range of motion. Remainder of extremity exam within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. 
IMPRESSION: Puncture wound, right hand, minor.

PLAN: Tetanus toxoid immunization given with continued topical care of wound with followup as needed.
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
