Dear Dr. Anderson:

This is a followup for Mr. Thering with prior acute kidney injury at the time of obstructive uropathy.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Does not smoke but drinks alcohol.  Extensive review of systems is negative.  Few pounds down.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the bicarbonate replacement.  Blood pressure Norvasc.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure 140/82.  No respiratory distress.  There is obesity.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal flank tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries from August, 2024.  No gross anemia.  Normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  Prior urine sample no blood and no protein.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior kidney abnormalities at the time of obstructive uropathy known to have nonfunctioning left kidney based on nuclear medicine scan.  Kidney function is back to normal.  Blood pressure acceptable.  Other chemistries stable.  He has been on bicarbonate replacement.  He denies severe diarrhea.  He is still drinking beer three or four times a week.  No activity in the urine.  All issues discussed with the patient.  No need for followup.  Call as needed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
