Dear. Annu:

This is a renal transplant followup for Mr. Lobsinger living-unrelated donor anonymous Grand Rapids in January 2024.  He denies any complications.  He has completed prophylaxis antiviral, antibacterial, antifungal already discontinued.  Good urine output.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative except for some neck pain.  No associated weakness upper or lower extremities.  No antiinflammatory agents.  He denies complications of deep vein thrombosis or pulmonary embolism.  He denies infection in the urine or pneumonia.  He denies heart or cardiovascular or stroke abnormalities.
Medications:  Present medications include long-acting Tacro as well as Myfortic.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 175 pounds stable overtime.  Blood pressure by nurse 119/74.  Prior peritoneal dialysis catheter removed.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  Right-sided kidney transplant without any tenderness.  No gross edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  He has leucopenia, lymphocytopenia, anemia around 12.  Normal platelet count.  Creatinine at baseline, which is 1.58 representing a GFR of 46 stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal glucose, calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  Tacro therapeutic at 5.2.
Assessment and Plan:  Living unrelated kidney transplant.  High risk medication immunosuppressant.  Kidney function is stable.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  Normal glucose.  Monitor anemia and lymphopenia.  Underlying history of prior dialysis from hypertensive nephrosclerosis.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  He needs to follow with you about this neck discomfort without neurological problems as a followup transplant center in October after that we will follow in 3 to 6 months.  We will follow advice of transplant followup.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
