CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right leg pain and physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has mild pain in the right knee on and off and he has been seen by orthopedic physician. The patient has left shoulder degenerative changes and has followup with the orthopedic physician.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

Right knee examination reveals joint tenderness without any joint effusion and the patient ambulates with a slow pace.
