Thank you for your continued support.

Marcelina comes today for followup. Her recent CBC showed WBC count of 11.3 and month ago it was 12.0. Her hemoglobin was 15.2, platelet were 329. She had slight monocytosis of 1228 normal being less than 950.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is very pleasant 44-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 4 feet 11 inches tall, blood pressure 109/70, and weight 153 pounds.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear. Cyanosis nontender.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Isolated mild leukocytosis mainly monocytosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC check how is the count today. We also will check TSH and CMP.
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Discussion most likely the monocytosis seems to be benign cause, however, she is not clear. We will repeat it and see where she stands. I do not suspect any myeloproliferative disorder at this point. Close followup my suffice so CBC every three to four months should be enough for right now but once I get the CBC back I will make further recommendations.
