This is a consultation on Lacy Edward.

This 36-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He does not smoke and drinks rarely. Denies any drug allergies. The patient presents here with history of recently diagnosed deep vein thrombosis and being placed on Xarelto.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had injury to the right knee with ACL being affected. The patient had surgery to repair it on 05/26 following which patient had pain in the right calf for which he went to emergency room at Texas Health. He was diagnosed to have deep vein thrombosis in right femoral popliteal system. The patient was given Lovenox and then placed on Xarelto. The patient continued to have some pain so he went to emergency room again few days later. He was reassured was continued on Xarelto. The patient recently had pain in the right knee so manipulation was done on 08/16/24 by his orthopedic surgeon Dr. Haslan, M.D. The patient is here now for further advice regarding anticoagulation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been very healthy in 2017. He did have some issues with left knee and it was repaired.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for mother had leukemia treated with chemo in 2007 and 2012 apparently she is on remission now. She also has history of lupus and fibromyalgia. The patient’s father is a truck driver he also had pulmonary embolism from DVT.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Xarelto 20 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 36-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 250 pounds, and blood pressure 150/80.
HEENT: Normocephalic

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: Recently showed WBC of 7.3, hemoglobin 15.2, and platelets were 205. His creatinine was 0.92. His PT was 18.3 with INR of 1.54.
DIAGNOSIS: Recently diagnosed deep vein thrombosis of right leg status post surgical repair of right knee.
RECOMMENDATIONS: I advised the patient to continue Xarelto for at least three more months. We will reevaluate him in the three months and decide whether to continue Xarelto or switch him to baby aspirin.
