HISTORY: This is a 46-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance and physical examination. He stated that he accidentally hit his finger and a metal object that intruded the volar surface of his hand. He said the foreign body metal is still present and he is scheduled to have it removed in a few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 129/80.

Pulse is 63.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.7.

RIGHT-HAND: Volar surface of the middle finger and there is a calcific hyperkeratotic lesion, which is tender to palpation. He has reduced range of motion of his digits particularly we did a MIPJ neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT: Surgical clearance
PLAN: In the clinic, we did the following EKG. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. Draw labs for his surgery. CBC, CMP, PT/PTT, INR, CBC and CMP. The patient’s labs are pending. He was advised that soon his labs are back I did not anticipate anything abnormal he looks very healthy. We will send this paper work forward.
