The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation at 06:30 p.m. at 8211 Dockal Street. First thing I noticed about Carl is his weight. He has lost tremendous amount of weight, at least 5 pounds per caretaker. He is eating very little. He is pale. He appears anemic. He is weak. He has increased shortness of breath. He is currently on hospice because of atherosclerotic heart disease. He has had melanotic stool for some time. He has evidence of muscle weakness, diarrhea, extensive history of COPD and smoking. His caretaker tells him that he is confused at times. He also has severe DJD. He is not eating lunch. He knows that he is passing blood and he is getting weaker and weaker. He wants to be kept comfortable on hospice. He has no desire for aggressive care at this time and this was communicated to me once again per the patient and caretaker. His change in mental status may be related to hypoperfusion as well as his anemia. His O2 sat is down to about 90% now with a pulse of 106. He is staying in bed now 12 to 16 hours a day as before. He continues to get weak, debilitated and shows symptoms of angina, but he does not want to take any medication. Overall prognosis continues to remain poor for this gentleman. His KPS score is 40% on hospice and he is showing changes in his condition especially now in the face of GI bleed and melanotic stool and his appearance appears to be quite pale and weak.
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
