He is seen for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He has a history of left-sided weakness. He appears quite weak. He has difficulty with speech because he becomes short of breath while he is speaking. He has bladder and bowel incontinence. He has lost at least 5 to 6 pounds per caretaker Aloni. He is short of breath. He is using a cane to get around, but everyone feels like the patient would do much better with a rolling walker which will be discussed with the hospice medical director. He is having leg cramps. He is lying down all the time, staying in bed about 14 to 16 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40% because he needs help of others to be able to survive. He has increased shortness of breath as was noted with muscle wasting and cardiac cachexia.

He also has left-sided weakness related to his previous stroke and has had issues with TIAs in the past.

His eating is quite slow most likely because of aspiration and he requires help with all ADLs as was mentioned. He is showing deterioration as far as his congestive heart failure is concerned with 1+ edema lower extremity with JVD associated with shortness of breath. He does have O2, but he does not use it and I recommended that he use the O2 and use his nebulizer on a regular basis to help with his symptoms of end-stage congestive heart failure. Overall progress remains quite poor. Most likely, Samuel has less than six months to live.
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
