He wears diapers because of his incontinence and has dependency with all ADLs. He gets tired a lot even when he is talking to me today. He is staying in bed 14 to 16 hours a day as before and continues to worsen as far as his congestive heart failure is concerned with decreased appetite. Recommended using oxygen at all times with O2 sat on board. His O2 sats are around 92 to 94%. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this gentleman. He is originally from London, Connecticut. He worked as a cook in all types of restaurants, especially Italian restaurants and is reminiscing about the times when he was an incredible cook and he realizes he has very little time to live left on this earth.
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
