Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mr. Gladding with advanced renal failure, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  This was a phone visit.  He could not come in person.  He was in the emergency room.  Left-sided hip area a boil, incision, drainage and antibiotics completed.  He does not remember the name.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness, blood or incontinence.  Presently no edema.  Denies smoking or alcohol.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Follows with psychiatry.  Denies dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  They are trying to wean him off the Zyprexa, for diabetes presently on Farxiga as well as glimepiride, off losartan.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure at home 122/75.  Weight 145 pounds.  Alert and oriented x3.  Able to speak in full sentences.  No respiratory distress.
Labs:  Chemistry shows worsening creatinine from baseline middle 2s, presently 3.31 representing a GFR 19 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Minor increase of PTH.  Anemia 11.8.
Assessment and Plan:  Acute on chronic versus progressive chronic kidney disease underlying diabetes and hypertension.  Few years back, no obstruction or urinary retention.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Stable anemia.  No bleeding.  Other chemistries are stable.  I am going to update kidney ultrasound and postvoid bladder concerned the Farxiga might be causing dehydration prerenal state.  Remain off the losartan.  New blood test to be repeated.  Further advice to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
