CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain, swelling of the calf and foot, and also left knee swelling.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with daughter-in-law and she stated that the patient has total right knee replacement five days ago and he is getting home PT. The patient started using cold pack to reduce the swelling and it was progressively getting worse. After that she felt soft area on the surgical dressing and also changes in the foot. There was bluish discoloration. Also there is swelling in the leg. The patient was then brought here for evaluation. The patient had no shortness of breath and the pain level in the right leg is 6 or 7 and it is minimal upon resting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

The patient also stated that there is pain behind the right knee and there is no tenderness of the left knee joint.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low fat diet.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on citalopram 10 mg one tablet a day.

The patient has history of diabetes and is on metformin 750 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg half a tablet every day.

The patient is also on pioglitazone 30 mg once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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EXTREMITIES: Swelling in the both legs and the right is worse than the left. There is surgical dressing on the right knee and the lower part of the dressing has the area of blood stain and it is tender. Also he has tenderness of the right leg up to the ankle and some areas of hematoma. The patient has most tenderness in the back of the right knee.

Left leg has trace edema without any calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is otherwise unremarkable.
