Dennis Sullivan was seen in the office for evaluation of hypoglycemia.

He has had pancreatic surgery for pancreatic cancer in January 2024 and apparently has been doing quite well for a few months afterwards but has developed abdominal symptoms and more pronounced hypoglycemia in last several weeks.

Further investigation has shown the cancer to have redeveloped in the pancreatic remnant and apparently has metastasized both locally and to his lungs.

At this time, he has significant abdominal discomfort, difficulty swallowing, and has lost his appetite.

His blood sugar excursions are considerable and increased to over 350 mg during the day and this is causing him some concern.

Family history is unremarkable.

Social History: He worked as a barber.

His wife apparently also has pancreatic cancer and is currently in hospice.

General review is significant for weight loss of about 40 pounds, anorexia, dysphagia, nausea, and general malaise.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 171 pounds, and BMI is 25. Pulse was 80 per minute, regular sinus rhythm. Examination of eyes reveals in the presence of jaundice. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION:

1. Post surgical diabetes.

2. Pancreatic cancer.

3. Jaundice.

4. General malaise.

He has been instructed in taking insulin Lantus 10 units in the morning and 25 units at bedtime and NovoLog 5 units before meals and if his blood sugars above 250.

He is trying to follow urgently with his gastroenterologist for further advice on his abdominal symptoms and dysphagia.
