His condition has caused him to be oriented to only person and only at times. He has decreased appetite and increased difficulty with swallowing. It takes him a long time to eat because of aspiration. He requires a caretaker 24x7. He has a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency. He is no longer able to ambulate from wheelchair to walker. He is bedbound, requires position changing every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas. He also has decreased appetite causing weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and he is in pain, which is mostly controlled with gabapentin and oxycodone on regular basis. His caregiver is his wife. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this gentleman. He most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
