Dear Mrs. Klumpp:

This is a followup for Mrs. Horton with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit a year ago.  She did not tolerate metformin and Trulicity.  Now Ozempic.  No major gastrointestinal symptoms.  22 pounds weight loss in a year and half.  Mild edema.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation, syncope or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen or inhalers.  Discontinued smoking many years back.  Some arthritis of the knees.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight low dose of Norvasc, antidepressants, now Ozempic.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 163.  Blood pressure 120/75.  This was a phone visit.  She is able to speak in full sentences.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.  No respiratory distress.
Labs:  Normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition. Upper calcium.  Normal albumin.  Liver function is not elevated.  Mild anemia 12.9.
Assessment and Plan:  Present kidney function is back to normal.  There is a minor elevation of calcium, which is not symptomatic with previously documented suppressed PTH.  It is slightly represents a mild degree of primary hyperparathyroidism.  She is not on any calcium or vitamin D.  There is mild anemia without external bleeding.  Normal blood pressure on a low dose of Norvasc.  Otherwise everything stable.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
