HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 53-year-old gentleman with no diabetes and no high blood pressure. He was seen yesterday with abscess left elbow status post I&D and on Keflex. He comes in as the whole left arm is now swollen and in pain. He has had chills. No nausea or vomiting. It does not appear to be septic, but definitely has failed treatment with p.o. antibiotics and is now being evaluated. He will go to the emergency room to be evaluated for osteo/joint infection/cellulitis with lack of response to antibiotics.

MEDICATIONS: Keflex and lisinopril.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hip replacement.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and TYLENOL.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weighs 160 pounds, oxygenation 100%, respirations 20, pulse 68, and blood pressure 116/70.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: There is tenderness about the left elbow, left arm, and in the axilla. There is redness and heat present.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cellulitis, left elbow.

2. Cellulitis, left arm.

3. Rule out sepsis.

4. Check CBC.

5. X-rays.

6. Go to the emergency room.

7. He has failed treatment with Keflex.

8. Status post I&D yesterday.
