Between June and now, she has see ENT for possible tonsillectomy and they told her that she is not a candidate.

She has had no tiredness. No significant lymphadenopathy. No exposure to mononucleosis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 112 pounds, oxygenation 98%, temperature 98.3, respirations 18, pulse 93, and blood pressure 120/70.

EENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. There is pustular pharyngitis noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. 

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pustular pharyngitis.

2. Rocephin 500 mg now.

3. Amoxil 500 mg b.i.d.
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4. Look for any signs or symptoms of rash.

5. Mono discussed with mother.

6. Add zinc 50 mg once a day.

7. Add vitamin C 500 mg once a day.

8. Talked about doing blood tests but mother wants to wait.

9. She has seen an ENT physician and she is not a candidate for tonsillectomy at this time
