The patient presents with a history of diarrhea two to three times a day for the past five days with intermittent upper abdominal discomfort lasting 5 to 10 minutes with spontaneous clearing. He states he has had diarrhea once today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient started 9th grade, no stress or conflict at school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly, tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had UA performed which was negative. 
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis.

PLAN: Advised to progress with liquid diet. Advised to collect stool specimen for further examination including C&S and O&P if necessary. Given a prescription for Bentyl 10 mg to take p.r.n. as needed. Follow up with PCP and here p.r.n.
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
