The patient is seen with complaints of congestion, sore throat, and dizziness for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma with allergy shot.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Slight rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had testing for flu, strep and COVID with positive COVID test. History of asthma.

He was given Rocephin and dexamethasone on request. Also prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Advised to take over-the-counter vitamin C. Follow up as needed.
