CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a history of cough and congestion with right ear pain for the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than reaction to bites.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Bites to the lower extremities with history of sensitivity to bite per mother, present for five days. Also with rash described to forearms for the past four days. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: On the skin were noted flat, hyperpigmented blotchy lesions to both forearms measuring 8 to 10 cm without erythema or tenderness. Also noted multiple AK type lesions scattered to the lower extremities without erythema or exudate or evidence of active infection with history of scratching and bites.

The patient had strep testing which was normal.
DIAGNOSES: Because of the history, the patient was discharged with diagnosis of questionable right otitis externa and possible pharyngitis with negative strep and known dermatitis to forearms. Recent bites with possible impetigo.

PLAN: Mother was given instructions on bite care and warning for impetigo. The patient is given a prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days in view of symptoms and continue topical care of bite with Neosporin. Advised to see pediatrician for further evaluation of rash on forearms and follow up here as needed.
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
