The patient presents with history of limping right lower extremity, sent home from school today reporting pain without known injury at PE yesterday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of childhood leukemia, treated at Texas Children Hospital with last chemotherapy dose last month. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Describes diffuse tenderness to right lower extremity, apparently increased on plantar surface of foot and posterior right knee without definite fusion or painful range of motion, swelling or discoloration of the skin. Circulation intact. 
X-rays were obtained of right lower extremity without identified abnormality. The patient was given a dose of ibuprofen here in the office.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Pain right lower extremity with questionable injury, history of childhood leukemia.

PLAN: Continue NSAIDs and acetaminophen as needed. Already made contact with Texas Children oncologist. Talked to nurse. Follow up with them for further evaluation as needed. In the meantime, to continue limited ambulation right lower extremity without further evaluation here.
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
