The patient presents with symptoms of cough for the past several days. She was recently seen here with diagnosis of COVID, treated with nebulizer and cough medicines. Mother states she is still with some sore throat and cough, using nebulizer with some benefit. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of bronchitis several years ago with nebulizer, not used prior to present illness for a few years.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Sister with COVID too for the past several days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had COVID, flu and strep testing done with negative COVID today.
DIAGNOSES: Recent COVID with bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient advised to continue to use nebulizer. She has albuterol ampules at home already. Given a prescription for azithromycin, to continue Bromfed for cough and follow up as needed, and to see pediatrician and here if necessary.
