The patient gives a history of frontal headache for the past two days with associated “stabbing” pain in the upper abdomen, better now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Three younger siblings with COVID.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. .
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Epigastric abdominal pain probably related to gastritis, presently clearing without treatment. Frontal headache thought to be tension headache without more serious investigation warranted. Continue observation. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
