WORKERS’ COMPENSATION CASE

The patient follows up with continued right knee pain with pain while ambulation and a limp. She states she has been out of the Celebrex. She describes pain as being worse in the morning. She was trying to see orthopedist, was seen with recommended laparoscopic surgery with abnormal MRIs, still waiting for approval of Workmen’s Compensation for the recommended surgery.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is unable to work, has difficulty ambulating, waiting for approval of recommended surgical laparoscopic procedure, orthopedist consult, trying to get help from HR person at school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup right knee injury with articular internal joint injury with effusion and restricted range of motion.
PLAN: Advised to continue efforts to contact HR contact at school, trying to get approval of surgical procedure by orthopedist. Refilled medications. Advised to return in two weeks. Continue with limited ambulation with inability to return to work.
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
