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ECHO Report

Final Interpretation:
1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 55-60%.
2. The patient has a history of atrial cardiomyopathy. No A-wave seen in the mitral inflow. So diastolic function cannot be evaluated.

3. Normal left ventricular filling pressure.

4. Mild to moderate biatrial enlargement.
5. Mild to moderate mitral regurgitation.

6. Moderate tricuspid regurgitation. Tricuspid jet is excentric going along the right atrial free wall.

7. Mild pulmonic regurgitation noted.

8. Pulmonary artery pressure 42/14 mmHg with mean 23 mmHg. Mild pulmonary hypertension.

Please not that this patient was very-very difficult to image. Various structures could not be well recorded. Please correlate echocardiographic finding clinically.
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
