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1. BC, a 34-year-old male with epigastric pain. Labs were done, treated with Green Lady with Donnatal, which helped a lot. They did not do a CT scan because it was epigastric pain. The patient has good resolution of his pain and he had no complaints regarding the visit.
2. RC, a 28-year-old female with abdominal pain, upper abdomen. Blood work, UPT, UA were negative. No CT was done because of the location of the pain. The patient did well. She would like to visit and doing well, treated with Nexium for gastritis.
3. DS, a 44-year-old with COVID symptoms, minimal COVID. No shortness of breath. Vitals stable. O2 sat stable. COVID-19 test was positive. Treated with Paxlovid. No chest x-ray was done.
4. BY, a 19-year-old with vaginal bleeding. Not pregnant. Diagnosed with UTI, treated with Bactrim DS. Left message for her to call me.
5. BH, a 26-year-old male with rib pain. The patient had a white count of 11,000. Urinalysis showed large amount of blood, which was not addressed. Sent home with rib pain/abdominal pain. No treatment. The patient was called a few times because of the blood in the urine. No one answered the phone.
6. KO, a 15-year-old with possible concussion. CT of the head was negative. Family was happy with the care received.

7. CJ, a 68-year-old with shoulder pain. X-rays were negative. Treated with Tylenol No.3, sent home. No trauma.
8. JB, a 63-year-old comes in from our office after he had I&D done the day before. The left elbow was red hot inflamed. Another I&D was done. Keflex was changed to clindamycin. The patient was sent home. He is doing better now.

9. HS. Chemical injury with corneal abrasion, treated, sent home with eye drops, doing well now.
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10. FS, another 30-year-old with conjunctivitis. Sent home with erythromycin. No issues or concerns. The patient is doing better.
11. RR, a 5-year-old was left on the playground, examined and sent home, everything within normal limits. No issues or problems, but the child was on the playground for approximately five hours, apparently forgotten by the teacher.

12. PR, a 75-year-old with an infected toe, tree fell on it. Had an x-ray done before, was worked up for gout before. I guess he was never given antibiotics. This time, he was treated with antibiotics and was sent home. Left message for him to call me.
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
