Dear Jennifer & Dr. McLaughlin:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Gump with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, history of prostate carcinoma and hypertension.  His last visit was February 26, 2024.  He is here with his sister today.  She reports that he does have a schwannoma that will require surgery.  She believes it is causing some numbness in one of his arms.  The surgery will be performed down in Marshall Michigan by Dr. Spencer and it is not expected to be a complicated surgery.  It should be released the next morning after surgery is completed.  He is feeling well.  He has got no specific complaints associated with the schwannoma.  He does have some swelling in both hands that seems to come and go and he does have edema of his lower extremities.  He denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear.  He feels like he is able to empty adequately.  No cloudiness or blood.
Medications:  He is on Flomax 0.4 mg daily, metoprolol is 25 mg once a day, for anxiety he takes hydroxyzine 10 mg once a day if needed and also he is on Benadryl, Paxil, allopurinol, Lipitor, baking soda half teaspoon twice a day and vitamin D 200 units every other day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 228 pounds and that is 9-pound increase over six months.  Blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 130/70.  Pulse is 88 and regular.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  He does have some edema of his fingers that I can see bilaterally and 1+ edema in both ankles today.
Labs: Most recent lab studies were done August 16, 2024.  Creatinine is stable at 1.85, estimated GFR is 37, albumin 3.8, calcium 9.5, phosphorus 3.0, sodium 135, potassium 4.6, carbon dioxide 28, hemoglobin 14.4, normal white count platelet 139,000.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.

2. Hypertension, well controlled.

3. History of prostate carcinoma without recurrence.  The patient is cleared for surgical removal of his schwannoma.  If general anesthesia is used it needs to be adjusted according to his estimated GFR, which is currently 37.  The patient will have lab studies done every three months for us and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
