Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Maddocks with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  He comes accompanied with wife.  Appetite is down although weight is stable.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  He does complain of some lightheadedness on standing, but no falling episode.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  Other review of system done being negative.  He gets treatment for his inflammatory arthritis for what he follows with methotrexate and also biological treatment just started the last month.  Blood pressure remains on Norvasc, losartan, and HCTZ.  He has memory issues.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 233 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 117/72.  No respiratory distress.  He is cooperative.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No present ascites or tenderness.  Minimal edema.  No gross rigidity or tremors.  He is walking however is benching over kind of a toxic probably from neuropathy.  He has to raise both ankles kind of excess than normal.  He follows with neurology.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries.  Creatinine 1.17, which is baseline or improved.  GFR will be upper 50s or better.  Normal glucose, calcium and albumin.  Minor decreased sodium, potassium and elevated bicarbonate.  Mild anemia 13.1.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Hepatitis B and C negative.  Inflammatory markers negative.
Assessment and Plan:  Kidney wise very stable.  No evidence of progression.  Underlying hypertension appears to be well-controlled.  Some symptoms of lightheadedness on standing, but is not affecting his mobility.  Above chemistries as indicated exposed to methotrexate and biological treatment.  Supposedly have inflammatory arthritis although markers right now are normal.  Stable memory issues.  Stable prostate abnormalities.  The mentioned neurological problems per neurology.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
